NOTIFICATION

CONSTITUTION OF INDIA.

No. CDR1007/CR.-13/07/11.—In exercise of the powers conferred by
the proviso to article 309 of the Constitution of India, the Governor of
Maharashtra is hereby pleased to make the following rules further to
amend the Maharashtra Civil Services (Conduct) Rules, 1979, namely :—

1. These rules may be called the Maharashtra Civil Services (Conduct)
(Amendment) Rules, 2008.

2. In Rule 2 of the Maharashtra Civil Services (Conduct) Rules, 1979
(hereinafter referred to as “ the principal Rules ”), for clauses (d), (e), 9]
and (g) the following clauses shall be substituted, namely - —

“(d) *Group D Posts’ means posts which are specifically classified
as Group D posts and such other unclassified non-gazetted posts the
maxima of the scales of which are equal to or less than Rs. 4,400 or
a corresponding amount as per the revision of pay scales made, from
time to time, in future ;

(¢) * Group C Posts’ means all non-gazetted posts other than Group
D posts; : .

(/) *Group B Posts’ means all gazetted posts other than Group A
posts ;

(g) “ Group A Posts ’ means all gazetted posts which are specifically
included in Group A Service and those unclassified posts the maxima
of the scales of which are Rs. 11,500 or a corresponding amount as per
the revision of pay scales made, from time to time, in future. ”.

3. In rule 12 of the principal Rules,—

(a) in sub-rule (2), for clauses (i), (i{) and (iii), the following clauses
shall be substituted, namely :—

“() Rs. 7,000 in the case of the Government servant holding any
Group ‘A’ post ; .

(ir) Rs. 4,000 in the case of the Government servant holding any
Group ‘B’ post ;

(iif) Rs. 2,000 in the case of the Government servant holding any
Group ‘C’ post ; and

(2v) Rs. 1,000 in the case of the Government servant holding any
Group ‘D’ post. ”:
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(b) in sub-rule (3), for clauses (i), (ii) and (iti), the following clauses
shall be substituted, namely :—

“(@) Rs. 1,500 in the case of the Government servant holding any
Group ‘A’ or Group ‘B’ post;

(ii) Rs. 1,000 in the case of the Government servant holding any
Group ‘C’ post ; and _

(iii) Rs. 500 in the case of the Government servant holding any
Group ‘D’ post.”;

(c) in sub-rule (4), for clauses (i) and (ii), the following clauses shall
be substituted, namely :— '

“(i) Rs. 1,000 in the case of the Government servant holding any
Group ‘A’ or Group ‘B’ post ; and

(i) Rs. 500 in the case of the Government servant holding any
Group ‘C’ post or Group ‘D’ post. ”. .
