CONSTITUTION OF INDIA.

No. CDR.1009/C.R.56/09/11.— In exercise of the powers conferred by
the proviso to article 309 of Constitution of India, the Governor of
Maharashtra is hereby pleased to make the following rules further to
amend the Maharashtra Civil Services (Discipline and Appeal) Rules, 1979,
namely :—

1. These rules may be called the Maharashtra Civil Services (Discipline
and Appeal) (2nd Amendment) Rules, 2010.

2. Inrule 9 of the Maharashtra Civil Services (Discipline and Appeal)
Rules, 1979 (hereinafter referred to as “the principal rules”),—

(a) for sub-rule (2), the following sub-rule shall be sunstituted,
namely :—

“(2) The disciplinary authority shall forward or cause to be
forwarded a copy of the report of the inquiry, if any, held by the
disciplinary authority or where the disciplinary authority is not the
inquiring authority, a 'copy of the report of the inquiring authority
together with its own tentative reasons for disagreement, if any,
with the findings of inquiring authority on any article of charge to
the Government servant who shall be required to submit, if he so
desires, his written representation or submission to the disciplinary
authority within fifteen days, irrespective of whether the report is
favourable or not the said Government servant.” ;

v (b) after sub-rule (2), the following sub-rule shall be inserted,
namely :— ~

“(2A) The disciplinary authority shall consider the representation, if
any, submitted by the Government servant and record its findings before
proceeding further in the matter as specified in sub-rules (3) and (4).”.
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(c) in sub-rule (4), for the words and figures “clauses (v) to (ix) of
sub-rule (1) of rule 5” the words and figures “clauses (vii) to (ix) of sub-
rule (1) of rule 5” shall be substituted.

3. For rule 11 of the principal rules, the following rule shall be
substituted, namely :—

“11. Communication of orders.—Orders made by the disciplinary
authority shall be communicated to the Government servant, who shall
also be supplied with a copy of its finding on each article of charge, or
where the disciplinary authority is not the inquiring authority, a statement
of the findings of the disciplinary authority together with brief reasons
for its disagreement, if any, with the findings of the inquiring authority
and also a copy of the advice, if any, given by Commission, and, where
the disciplinary authority, has not accepted the advice of the Commission,
a brief statement of the reasons for such non-acceptance.”.
