Reference has been made to the inspections undertaken by the team of officers from
this office wherein it has come to the notice that in many States Non-Government Hospitals
are also functioning as the registration units under Civil RegiStfation System which is not
correct and is the violaiTon of provisions under Section 26 of the RBD Act, 1969 wherein it
i mentioned that ‘Registrars and Sub-Registrars to be deemed public servants’ within
the meaning of Indian Penal Code i.c. only public servant could be appointed as
Registrar or Sub Registrar, any employee of private hospital or Nursing home is not
authorized to work as Registrar or Sub registrar and could not b= permitted to register any
birth / death event and issue the certificates thereof. In this connection, provision of
cention 26 af the RRN Aect is renroduced below for vour relerence:

Section 26. Registrars and Sub-Registrars to be deemed public servants—All
Registrars and Sub-Registrars shall, while acting or purporting to act in pursuance of the
provisions of this Act or any rule or order made thereunder be deemed to be public servants
within the meaning of section 21 of the Indian Penal Code (45 of 1860).

2. In view of the above, you are requested to review the status of institutional
registration units and take immediate action if any Private hospital is functioning as
registration unit, their order should be immediately withdrawn and direct the in-charge of
the said hospital to report all the events occurred in their premises to the concerned
Registrar in whose jurisdictional area the hospital/nursing home situated. It is also
suggested that all the records for which certificates have already been issued by the said
hospital administration must be taken under custody of the concerned registrar and fresh
certificates to the general public must be issued to avoid any difficulty to the public in
future.
