NOTIFICATION

CONSTITUTION OF INDIA.

No. SRV2017/CR114/Desk12.— In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to article 309 of
the Constitution of India, the Governor of Maharashtra is hereby pleased to make the following rules
further to amend the Revenue Division Allotment for appointment by nomination and promotion to the
posts of Group “A” and Group “B” (Gazetted and Non-Gazetted) of the Government of Maharashtra
Rules, 2015, as follows, namely :—

1. These rules may be called the Revenue Division Allotment for appointment by nomination and
promotion to the posts of Group “A” and Group “B” (Gazetted and Non-Gazetted) of the Government of
Maharashtra (Second Amendment) Rules, 2017.

2. In rule 3 of the Revenue Division Allotment for appointment by nomination and promotion to
the posts of Group “A” and Group “B” (Gazetted and Non-Gazetted) of the Government of Maharashtra
Rules, 2015 (hereinafter referred to as “the Principal Rules”),—

(1) for clause (f), the following clause shall be substituted, namely :—

“f) “Revenue Division” means the Revenue Division of the State as mentioned in the SCHEDULE
including the Revenue Division of Konkan comprising Konkan-I and Konkan-II thereof as mentioned
in the SCHEDULE ;”;

(i1) after clause (g), the following clause shall be inserted, namely :—

“(g-1) “Scheduled Area” means such areas declared by the President, by order, to be the
Scheduled Areas under paragraph 6 of Part C of the Fifth SCHEDULE to the Constitution of India;”.

3. For rule 4 of the Principal Rules, the following rule shall be substituted, namely :—

“4. The appointments shall be made to the posts of Group “A” and Group “B” by nomination
and promotion in the Revenue Divisions as per these rules.”.

4. For rule 5 of the Principal Rules, the following rule shall be substituted, namely :—

“5. Before allotting Revenue Divisions, every Administrative Department of the Government
shall determine Revenue Division-wise posts in each Group “A” and Group “B” cadre.”.

5. For rule 6 of the Principal Rules, the following rule shall be substituted, namely :—

“6. While making appointments to the posts determined as per rule 5, allotment of the Revenue
Divisions shall be made as follows :—

(a) Appointment by nomination.—

(1) For appointment to the posts in Group “A” and Group “B” by nomination on the receipt of
recommendation or merit list from the Commission or Selection Committee, as the case may be, after
scrutiny of the necessary certificates and other documents, list of candidates available for the Revenue
Divisions allotment shall be prepared as per their recommendation or merit list. Thereafter, information
regarding Revenue Division-wise vacant posts at the time of allotment shall be given to all the
candidates and their choice for only one Revenue Division, that is, for the Nagpur, Amravati,
Aurangabad, Konkan-I Part of Konkan, Nashik, Konkan-II Part of Konkan or Pune Revenue Division
shall be obtained. Information regarding cases covered under rule 7, if any, shall also be obtained.

(2) The candidates in the merit list who are falling under the cases prescribed in rule 7, shall be
first allotted a Revenue Division convenient to them as per their choice, subject to the availability of
vacant posts therein.

(3) After allotment of the Revenue Divisions as per sub-clause (2), the number of posts necessary
for filling up eighty percent posts of the sanctioned posts in the Nagpur, Amravati and Aurangabad
Revenue Divisions shall be determined.

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(4) () The number of posts required to be filled in as per sub-clause (2) and the number of posts
which are required to be filled in the said three Revenue Divisions as per sub-clause (3),shall be
subtracted from the total number of posts available for allotment as per recommendation or merit list
received from the Commission or Selection Committee to determine the remaining posts available for
allotment. Thereafter, eighty percent of the remaining posts available for allotment shall be earmarked
for allotment in the five Revenue Divisions viz. Nagpur, Amravati, Aurangabad, Konkan- I Part of
Konkan and Nashik Revenue Divisions and twenty percent.of the remaining posts available for
allotment shall be earmarked for allotment in the two Revenue Divisions viz. Konkan-II Part of
Konkan and Pune Revenue Divisions.

(it) Eighty percent of the remaining posts available for allotment and earmarked for Nagpur,
Amravati, Aurangabad, Konkan-I Part of Konkan and Nashik Revenue Divisions as per sub-clause
(i) shall be allotted to these five Revenue Divisions in proportion to the remaining vacancies in these
five Revenue Divisions. Similarly, twenty percent. of the remaining posts available for allotment
and earmarked for Konkan-ITPart of Konkan and Pune Revenue Divisions as per sub-clause (i)
shall also be allotted to these two Revenue Divisions in proportion to the remaining vacancies in
these two Revenue Divisions.

(5) The candidates shall be allotted the Revenue Divisions as per their choice subject to the
availability of posts in the Revenue Divisions as per their serial number in the recommendation or
merit list received from the Commission or Selection Committee, by excluding the cases exempted
under rule 7.

(6) After allotment of Revenue Divisions as per sub-clause (5), if posts in the Revenue Divisions
are not available for allotment as per the choice of the candidates, then for such remaining candidates
recommended or in the merit list, Revenue Divisions shall be allotted by rotation as per their serial
numbers in the merit list, by taking into consideration the remaining vacancies available for allotment
in all the Revenue Divisions, in the sequential order of Nagpur, Amravati, Aurangabad, Konkan-I
Part of Konkan, Nashik, Konkan-II Part of Konkan and Pune Revenue Divisions.

(7) The Administrative Department shall ensure to fill the vacant posts in the districts of the
allotted Revenue Division as per the sequential order of districts in the allotted Revenue Division as
mentioned in the SCHEDULE:

Provided that, if it is the necessity of the Administrative Department to fill up the vacant posts
only in the Scheduled Areas, on priority, then in the first instance, the Revenue Divisions having
vacant posts in ScheduledAreas may be allotted to candidates as per their choice and serial number
in the merit list, subject to availability of posts in the Revenue Divisions. In case there are no vacancies
available in the Revenue Divisions of their choice, such remaining candidates in the merit list shall
be allotted Revenue Divisions by rotation as per their serial numbers in the merit list, by taking into
consideration the remaining vacancies in Scheduled Areas at that time, in the sequential order of
Nagpur, Amravati, Aurangabad, Konkan-I Part of Konkan, Nashik, Konkan-II Part of Konkan
and Pune Revenue Divisions. After filling up vacant posts in the Scheduled Areas, remaining
caildidates in the merit list shall be allotted the Revenue Divisions as per clause (a) above of this
rule.

(b) Appointment by promotion.—

(1) For appointment to the posts in Group “A” and Group “B” by promotion, list of officers
available for the Revenue Divisions allotment shall be prepared. Thereafter, information regarding
Revenue Division-wise vacant posts at the time of allotment shall be given to all the officers included
in the select list for promotions and their choice shall be obtained for only one Revenue Division,
that is, for the Nagpur, Amravati, Aurangabad, Konkan-I Part of Konkan, Nashik, Konkan-II Part
of Konkan or Pune Revenue Division. Information regarding cases covered under rule 7, if any,
shall also be obtained.

(2) The officers in the select list who are falling under the cases prescribed in rule 7, shall be
first allotted a Revenue Division convenient to them as per their choice, subject to availability of
vacant posts therein.

(3) After allotment of Revenue Divisions as per sub-clause (2), the number of posts necessary
for filling up eighty percent posts of the sanctioned posts in the Nagpur, Amravati and Aurangabad
Revenue Divisions shall be determined.

(4) (1) The number of posts required to be filled in as per sub-clause (2) and the number of posts
which are required to be filled in the said three Revenue Divisions as per sub-clause (3), shall be
subtracted from the total number of posts available for allotment as per select list to determine the
remaining posts available for allotment. Thereafter, eighty percent. of the remaining posts available
for allotment shall be earmarked for allotment in five Revenue Divisions viz. Nagpur, Amravati,
Aurangabad, Konkan-I Part of Konkan and Nashik Revenue Divisions and twenty percent. of the
remaining posts available for allotment shall be earmarked for allotment in the two Revenue Divisions
viz. Konkan-II Part of Konkan and Pune Revenue Divisions:
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(i1) Eighty percent of the remaining posts available for allotment and earmarked for Nagpur,
Amravati, Aurangabad, Konkan-I, Part of Konkan and Nashik Revenue Divisions as per this
sub-clause shall be allotted to these five Revenue Divisions in proportion to the remaining vacancies
in these five Revenue Divisions. Similarly, twenty percent of the remaining posts available for
allotment and earmarked for Konkan-II, Part of Konkan and Pune Revenue Divisions as per this
sub-clause shall also be allotted to these two Revenue Divisions in proportion to the remaining
vacancies in these two Revenue Divisions.

(5) The officers shall be allotted the Revenue Divisions as per their choice subject to the
availability of posts in the Revenue Divisions as per their serial number in the select list by excluding
the cases exempted under rule 7.

(6) After allotment of Revenue Divisions as per sub-clause (5), if vacancies in the Revenue
Divisions are not available for allotment as per the choice of the officers, then for such remaining
officers in the select list, the Revenue Divisions shall be allotted by rotation as per their serial numbers
in the select lists, by taking into consideration the remaining vacancies available for allotment in all
the Revenue Divisions, in the sequential order of Nagpur, Amravati, Aurangabad, Konkan-I, Part
of Konkan, Nashik, Konkan-II, Part of Konkan and Pune Revenue Divisions.

(7) The Administrative Department shall ensure to fill the vacant posts in the districts of the
allotted Revenue Division as per sequential order of districts in the allotted Revenue Division as
mentioned in the SCHEDULE :

Provided that, for appointments to posts by promotion, the Revenue Divisions shall be allotted
to all officers in the select list at the same time except in cases which are kept open due to non-
availability of confidential reports, non-availability of Caste Validity Certificates and in which the
Departmental Enquiries are in progress or where the subject matter is sub-judice. In case where
the Departmental Enquiries are in progress or where the subject matter is sub-judice, the allotment
of Revenue Divisions shall be made separately after final decisions in this regard.

An illustrative example for Revenue Division allotment as per the procedure prescribed in
clauses (a) and (b) of this rule is mentioned in Annexure appended to these rules.”.

6. For rule 7 of the Principal Rules, the following rule shall be substituted, namely :—
“7. The following cases shall be exempted from the provisions of rules 4 and 6, namely :(—
(a) An officer who is handicapped ;

(b) An officer whose spouse or child is mentally retarded or an officer who has taken
guardianship of his own mentally retarded brother or sister ;

(¢) A woman officer who is widow or abandoned ;

(d) An officer who is due for retirement in less than three years from the date on which he
is found fit for promotion as per recommendation of the Departmental Promotion Committee.

In such cases, the concerned Administrative Department by taking into consideration above
sequence and availability of vacant posts, shall allot a Revenue Division which is convenient to such
an officer.”.

7. For rule 10 of the Principal Rules, the following rules shall be substituted, namely :—

“10. Lists of the officers working in every Revenue Division of every Group “A” cadre and
Group “B” cadre shall be maintained and updated by the appointing authority, from time to time.”.

8. In rule 12 of the Principal Rules,—
(a) in clause (b), for sub-clauses (i) and (ii) the following clauses shall be substituted, namely :—

“(i) achange ofthe Revenue Division may be allowed only from Konkan-II, Part of Konkan
and Pune Revenue Divisions to Nagpur, Amravati, Aurangabad, Konkan-I, Part of Konkan
and Nashik Revenue Divisions ; and

(i) Nagpur, Amravati, Aurangabad, Konkan-I, Part of Konkan and Nashik Revenue
Divisions may be inter-changed amongst themselves :

Provided that, for appointment by promotion if vacant post is available in any Revenue
Division, the request of an officer for change of allotment to that Revenue Division may be

considered.”;
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(b) in clause (c), for the existing proviso, the following proviso shall be substituted, namely :—

“Provided that, while allowing such change in the Revenue Division on mutual basis, the
officer whose Revenue Division is changed from Konkan-II, Part of Konkan Revenue Division
or Pune Revenue Division to either Nagpur or Amravati or Aurangabad or Konkan-I, Part of
%pn_kan or Nashik Revenue Division, shall be required to join first in the newly allotted Revenue

ivision.”.

9. For Schedule appended to the Principal Rules, the following Schedule and Annexure shall be

substituted, namely :(—
