Maharashtra is hereby pleased to make the following rules regulating

recruitment to the post of the Laboratory Technician (Group-C), in the

Directorate of Health Services, under the Public Health Department of the

Government & namely —

1. These rules may be called the Laboratory Technician (Group-C), in the

Directorate of Health Services, Maharashtra State (Recruitment) Rules, 201 1.

2. Inthese rules, unless the context requires otherwise, -

(a) "Degree" means degree of a statutory university ;

(b) “Directorate” means the Directorate of Health Services, Maharashtra State ;

(¢) “Government” means the Government of Maharashtra ;

(d) “Recognized Institution” means an institution recognized by Government ;

(e) “Senior Field Worker” means a worker who is appointed by the Joint
Director of Health Services (Malaria, Filaria and Water Born Diseases),
Pune on purely temporary basis and who is meant for Blood Smear
Examination under the National Anti Malaria Programme.

(f) “Temporary Laboratory Technician” means a Laboratory Technician who
is appointed by the Joint Director of Health Services (Malaria, Filaria and
Water Born Diseases), Pune on purely temporary basis and who is meant
for Blood Smear Examination under the National Anti Malaria Programme.

3. Appointment to the post of ‘Laboratory Technician’ in the Directorate shall be

made either, —

(a) by promotion of a suitable person on the basis of seniority, subject to fitness
from amongst the persons holding the post of Laboratory Assistant in the
Directorate, who-

(i) have passed the Secondary School Certificate Examination with Science
subject, which shall includes physics & chemistry, and Biology and

(ii) possess experience of not less than ten years as Laboratory Assistant in
the Directorate,
or
(b} by nomination, from amongst candidates who, -
(i) are not more than 33 years of age, provided that, the maximum age limit
may be relaxed upto 40 years in case of candidates who have worked as
Senior Field Worker or Temporary Laboratory Technician for not less
than 180 days, ’
(ii) possess a degree in Science with Physics or Chemistry or Biology or
Botany or Zoology or Microbiology as a main subject :
Provided that, preference may be given to the candidates possessing
Post Graduate Diploma in Medical Laboratory Technology of the
Haffkine Institute or of a Recognised Institute or the Degree in
B.Sc.(Applied) (the Bio-Medical Technical Course of the Pune
University) or equivalent degree of Statutory University.
4. Appointment to the post shall be made by promotion and nomination in the
ratio 25:75 :

Provided that, posts to be filled in by nomination shall be divided in the
ratio of 30:70 between (a) Senior Field Workers and Temporary Laboratory
Technicians working for not less than 180 days appointed by the Joint Director
of Health Services (Malaria, Filaria and Water Born Diseases), Pune and District
Malaria Officers and (b) the other candidates.

5. A person appointed to the post shall be required to pass the departmental
examination, if any, and examinations in Hindi and Marathi according to the
rules made in that behalf, unless he has already passed or has been exempted
from passing those examinations.
6. A person appointed to the post should possess a Certificate in Computer
Operations prescribed by the Directorate of Information Technology,
Government of Maharashtra, from time to time.
7. A person appointed to the post mentioned in rules 3 shall be liable for
transfer anywhere in the State.
