NOTIFICATION
CONSTITUTION OF INDIA.

No.PEN-2022/CR.15/SER-4.— In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to article 309
of the Constitution of India, the Governor of Maharashtra is hereby pleased to make the following
rules further to amend the Maharashtra Civil Services (Pension) Rules, 1982, namely :—

1. These rules may be called the Maharashtra Civil Services (Pension) (Third Amendment)
Rules, 2022.

2. In Rule 60 of Maharashtra Civil Services (Pension) Rules, 1982 (hereinafter referred
to as the “the principal Rules”), for sub-rule (1), the following shall be substituted and shall be
deemed to have been substituted with effect from the 1st January 2006, namely :—

“(1) ‘Pensionable Pay’ means the average pay earned by a Government servant during
the last ten months’ service or the basic pay fixed for the post from which a Government
servant has been retired, whichever is more beneficial to the Government Servant.”

3. In rule 110 of the principal Rules, in sub-rule (2),—

(i) in clause (a), for the letters, figures and words “Rs. 67,000 plus admissible grade
pay” the words “rupees two lakhs twenty thousand” shall be substituted and shall be deemed
to have been substituted with effect from the 1st January 2016 ;

(i1) in clause (b),—

(a) for the letters, figures and words “Rs.67,000 plus admissible grade pay” the
words “rupees two lakhs twenty thousand” shall be substituted and shall be deemed
to have been substituted with effect from the 1st January 2016 ;

(b) for the words “Rupees One Thousand Nine Hundred and Thirteen” the words
“rupees seven thousand five hundred” shall be substituted and shall be deemed to have
been substituted with effect from the 1st January 2016.

4. Inrule 111 of the principal Rules,—

() in sub-rule (2), for the existing Table, the following Table shall be substituted and
shall be deemed to have been substituted with effect from the 1st January 2016, namely :—

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(i1) in the first proviso, for the words “Seven Lakh Rupees” the words “Fourteen Lakh

Rupees” shall be substituted and shall be deemed to have been substituted with effect from
the 1st January 2016.

5. Inrule 162 of the principal Rules, in clause (a), in sub-clause (ii), in paragraph (A), for
the letters and figures “Rs. 5007, the words “rupees fifteen thousand” shall be substituted and
shall be deemed to have been substituted with effect from the 1st January 2016.
