MOTOR VEHICLES ACT, 1988

Nc. STC 3406/CR-71/TRA-1 .- In exercise of the powers

conferred by sub sections (1) and (2) of section 67 of the Mator
Vehicles Act, 1988 , (59 of 1988) and of all other powers enabling it in
this behaf and in super session of Govermment Notification. Home
Departrnent, No. STC 3400/631/CR-31/TRA-1, dated 20th June 2000,
the Government of Maharashtra having regard to the provisions of
clauses {a) and (c) of the said sub-section (1), hereby issues the
following directions to the State Transport Authority regarding the
fixing of fares for stage carriage plying in all areas, other than those
failing within the limits of Municipal Corporations, Municipal Councils and
Cantonment Boards, constituted or established under any law for the
time being in force, including those adjacent areas where services are
extended by the specific permission of the Regional Transport Authority
concerned as an extension of the city services not forming part of a
longer route beyond the limits of such Municipal Corporations, Municipal
Councils and Cantonment Boards and extended areas forming part of
city servicas and on the routes which may overlap the routes or
portions of routes operated as city servicas lying within the limits of the
Municipal Corporations, Municipal Councils and Cantonment Boards,
including the areas to which the city services are extended with the
specific permission of the Regional Transport Authorities concerned not
being the routes along which such city services are operated, namely :-
1. (a} The maximum fares chargeable (inclusive of the
amount of tax on passengers carried by road in stagte

carriages) in respect of all services operated by the

. State Transport Undertaking shall be as per the
stipulations prescribped in Automatic Fare Revision

formula, approved by Government Resolution No.
MTC/1099/451/CR-21/TRA-1, dated 16th April 1999.

{b) The State Trarsport Undertaking is permitted to reduce
the fares in a!' seasons i.e. any time during the year
upte the extent of 33% in case of Air-conditioned
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service including Volvo Air-conditioned bus and upto
15% in case of all remaining services which will be the
minimum limit of fares of the respective services.

(a) The State Transport Undertaking shall hot exceed the
upper or lower limit of fares unless approved by the

Government.

(b) The changes in the fares shall be implemented by the
State Transport Undertaking only on the first day of
the month wherever necessary.

The State Transport Undertaking is aliowed to extent free

travel facility to the children upto the age of five years while

traveiling with their parents /guardians.

While computing fares chargeable for all services, on the basis

of distance travelled by a passenger a fraction of rupee being

less than 50 paise should be ignored and that being 50 paise
or more should be rounded off to the next higher rupee in
view of Governmert Notification issued by the Finance

Department under No. TRW-1382/PRA.KRA-308/Koshagare/4

dated 1.4.1987.

Notwithstanding the directions contained in paragraph 1 and 2

above the State Transport Undertaking as defined in clause

(42) of section 2 of the Motor Vehicle Act, 1988, (59 of 1988)

shall be ailowed to charge,-

(a) concessional rates, if it so choosas to do, in respect of
such classes passengers as it may think fit, and

(b) fares on the basis of sub-stage of 3 kilometers or part
thereof only for a distance upto 30 kilometers from any
place of boarding the stage carriage.

Where the place of boarding the stage carriage or the place of

alighting from the stage carriage is not a stage point or

sub-stage point approved by the State Transport Authority
concerned, the distance travelled shall, for the purpose of
charging the fares, be calculated from the stage point or
sub-stage point immediately preceding the stage point or
sub-stage point so approved or, as the case may be, from the
stage point or sub-stage point immediately succeeding the
point so approved.

Provided that, if the distance traveled is not more than Q.7
kilometers then, such a stage point or sub-stage point shall
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stand extended on either side upto 0.7 kilometers and  the
cistance of the route is beyond the last stage point or
sub-stage point not exceeding 1.3 kilometer then, such stage

point or sub-stage point shall stand extendeg upto 1.3
kilometers.

3408/CR-7U/TRA-1.—In exercise of the powers conferred by
sub sections (1) and (2) of section 67 of the Motor Vehicles Act, 1988
(59 of 1988) and of all other powers enabling it in this behalf and in super
session of Government Notification, Home Department, No. STC. 3400/

hereby issues the following directions to the State Transport Authority
regarding the fixing of fares for stage carriage playing in all areas, other
than those falling within the limits of Municipal Corporations, Municipal
Councils and Cantonment Boards, constituted or established under any
law for the time being in force, including those adjacent areas where
services are extended by the specific permission of the Regional Transport
Authority concerned as an extension of the city services not forming part of
alonger route beyond the limits of such Municipal Corporations, Municipal
Councils and Cantonment Boards and extended areas forming part of city
services and on the routes which may overlap the routes or portions of
routes operated ag city services lying within the limits of the Municipal
Corporations, Municipal Councils and Cantonment Boards, including the
areas to which the city services are extended with the specific permission
of the Regional Transport Authorities concerned not being the routes
along which such city services are operated, namely :—

1. (¢) The maximum fares chargeable (inclusive of the amount of tax
on passengers carried by road in stage carriages) in respect of all services
operated by the State Transport Undertaking shall be as per the stipulations
prescribed in Automatic Fare Revision formula, approved by Government
Resolution No, MTC. 1099/451/CR-21/TRA-1, dated 16th April 1999.

() The State Transport Undertaking is permitted to reduce the fares in
all seasons i.e. any time during the year upto the extent of 33% in case of
Air-conditioned service including Volvo Air-conditioned bus and upto 15%
in case of all remaining services which will be the minimum limit of fares
of the respective services.

(&) fares on the basis of sub-stage of 3 Kilometers or part thereof only
for a distance upto 30 Kilometers from any place of boarding the stage
carriage. .

6. Where the place of boarding the stage carriage or the place of
alighting from the stage carriage is not a stage point or sub-stage point
approved by the State Transport Authority concerned, the distance travelled
shall, for the purpose of charging the fares, be calculated from the stage
point or sub-stage point immediately preceding the stage point or sub-
stage point so approved or, as the case may be, from the stage point or sitb-
stage point immediately succeeding the point so approved :

Provided that, if the distance traveled is not more than 0.7 Kilometers
then, such a stage point or sub-stage point shall stand extended on either
side upto 0.7 Kilometers and if the distance of the route is beyond the last
stage point or sub-stage point not exceeding 1.3 Kilometers then, such
stage point or sub-stage point shall stand extended upto 1.3 Kilometers.
