NOTIFICATION
MAHARASHTRA PROHIBITION ACT.

No. CLR-1021/C.R.175 (1)/Excise-3.—Whereas, the Government of Maharashtra considers that
the following rules further to amend the Maharashtra Country Liquor Rules, 1973, should be brought
into force at once, and therefore the rules should be made without previous publication as provided
by the proviso to sub-section (3) of section 143 of the Maharashtra Prohibition Act (XXV of 1949);

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by clause (¢) and sub-clause (ii) of clause (1)
of sub-section (2) read with proviso to sub-section (3) of section 143 of the Maharashtra Prohibition Act
and of all other powers enabling it in that behalf, the Government of Maharashtra hereby makes the
following rules further to amend the Maharashtra Country Liquor Rules, 1973, as follows, namely:-

1. These rules may be called the Maharashtra Country Liquor (Third Amendment) Rules,
2022.

2. In rule 2 of the Maharashtra Country Liquor Rules, 1973 (hereinafter referred to as “the
principal Rules”) for clause (e), the following clause shall be substituted, namely:-

“(e) “Country Liquor” means liquor manufactured either by the process of distillation
or by compounding or blending spirits with or without essence and flavouring substance but
does not include country liquor which is declared for the purposes of the Act, to be foreign
liquor, under the proviso to clause (17) of section 2 of the Act.”

3. In rule 6 of the Principal Rules, after sub-rule (24) the following sub-rule shall be
inserted, namely :—

“(24 A) The Label of Country Liquor having proof strength 62.5° shall be printed only
on white paper with black ink as prescribed in sub-rule (24).”
