Bomeay CiveMas (REqULATION) Acr, 1953,

No.BCR. 5399/114/SPL-5.—In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-
section (1) and clauses (a),(b) and (¢) of sub-section (2) of section 9 of the
Bombay Cinemas (Regulation) Act, 1953 (Bom.XI of 1953), and of all
other powers enabling it in that behalf, the Government of Maharashtra
hereby makes the following rules further to amend the Maharashtra
cinema(Regulation) Rules, 1966. The same having been previously
published as required by sub-section (£} of the said section 9 namely :—

1. These rules may be called the Maharashtra Cinemas (Regulation)
{First Amendment} Rules, 2004,

2. These Rules shall come into force from the date of publication in
the Official Gazette.

3. In rule 2 of the Maharashtra Cinemas (Regulation) Rules, 1966
(hereinafter referred to as the “ the principal rules”), for clause (f), the
following shall be substituted, namely :(— '

“f) “licensee” or “holder of licence” includes the manager or
managers or a person nominated under rule 116 by the registered
company or a partnership firm or a body corporate”.

4. In rule 3 of the principal rules, for sub-rule (1), the following sub-
rule shall be substituted, namely :—

“(1) No person under 18 years of age shall be entitled to obtain or
hold any licence under these Rules. In case of a Company, the
Executing director of the Company shall make an application on
behalf of the Company to obtain or hold any licence under these
Rules.”

5. In rule 6 of the principal rules, after sub-rule (3), the following
sub-rule (4), shall be added, namely :—

“(4) No application for building permission for cinemas shall be
made under Development Control Regulations (DCR) unless the No
Objection Certificate under rule 6 is accompanied with such
application.”.

6. In rule 9 of the principal rules,—
(1) for sub-rule (1), the following sub-rule shall be substituted
namely —
“(1) Cinema shall not be built in a manner where the lowest
level of floor thereof is higher than 50ft. from the ground level.”.
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(2) sub-rule (2) and (5A) shall be deleted.

(3) sub-rules (3),(4),(6) and (8) shall be renumbered as sub- rules
{2), {(3), (4) and (5) respectively.

7. In rule 12 of the principal rules,—

(i) for sub-rule (1), the following sub-rule shall be substituted,
namely —

“(1) Two separate exits not opening on the same throughfare of
public passage shall be provided from the front of the stage/sereen
and from the auditorium floor and from every tier, which
accommodates not more than 500 individuals; and where the
auditorium floor or any tier accommodates more than 500 individuals,
exite shall be provided at the rate of one for every 250 individuals
and one for any less number in excess. Each of such exits shall be
of not less than 1.5 meter width and shall be in accordance with the
prevalent Development Control Rules between the leaves of the
door when open. -

In case of Multiplexes, if the auditoriums are adjoining each
other or side by side, the entrances and exits shall be from the rear
of the auditorium and from the front of the stage/screen at the
above specified gates and the exit requirements specified shall be
with reference to the whole cinema complex and not the individual
screen.”;

(i) in sub-rule (3), the following sub-rule shall be substituted,

namely :—

“(3) For any auditorium floor or any tier, which does not
accommodate more than 300 individuals, two 1.2 meter exits may
be sufficient. The exit may be provided as per the prevalent
Development Control Rules.”,

8. Inrule 13 of the principal rules, for sub-rule (4}, the following sub-
rule shall be substituted, namely :—

“(4) The angle substended by a line drawn horizontal from the eye
level of the person sitting in the first row to the top of the picture
height should not be greater than 50 degrees. Also the angle substended
from the extreme edge of the picture to the eye of the person sitting
at the opposite end of the row should not be less than 25 degrees.

For the purposes of Large Format Cinemas like IMAX ( R),
I-WERKS (15/70mm., 870mm., 10/70mm.) requirement and
recommendations of system manufacturers shall be allowed.”.
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9. In rule 14 of the principal rules, for sub-rule (1), the following sub-
rule shall be substituted, namely —

‘(1) No seat shail be more than 10 seats away from the gangway
and the gangway should be at least 0.90 meter wide. If the seating
capacity of the Cinema is less than 300 seats and if at least 1.12
meters (3 feet 8 inches) spacing between the rows is provided then no
central gangway is required. However if the seating capacity of the
Cinema exceeds 300 seats then provision of central gangway is
required. In case of Large Format Cinemas like IMAX (R), -WERKS
(15/70mm., 8/70mm., and 10/70mm.), the system manufacturers
requirements and recommendations shall be allowed.

Note.— While according sanction for not having a central gangway
in a cinema having a seating capacity of less than 300 seats the
Lincencing Authority as it may deem fit, take a decision in the case
after obtaining the opinion of the Appropriate Authority, Public Works
Department, Municipal Authorities/ Fire Brigade.

10. In rule 18 of the principal rules, in the head-note of the rule, for
the word “Ventilation” the following words shall be substituted, namely . —
“Ventilation for Non-Air Conditioned theaters ”.

11. In rule 20 of the principal rules, sub-rules (5) and (6) shal! be
deleted. ‘

12. Rule 21 of the principal rules shall be deleted.

13. In rule 40 of the principal rules, in sub-rule (2), for the words
“the Electrical Engineer to Government” the words “an appropriate
authority notified by the Government from time to time,” shall be
substituted. '

14. In rule 45 of the principal rules,—

(a) for the words, “If casing be used it shall be hard teak wood ” the
words “If casing is to be used, it shall be hard teak wood or PVC or
heavy gauge conduit pipes” shall be substituted;. _

(b) for the words “the Electrical Engineer to Government” the
words “an appropriate authority notifed by the Government from time
to time,” shall be substituted.

15. Rule 51 of the principal rules shall be deleted.

16. In rule 82 of the principal rules, after sub-rule ¢ 3), the following
sub-rule shall be added, namely :—

“(4) Nothing in gub-rules (1),(2) and (3) shall apply to cinemas
equipped with platter or any other modified form.”.
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17. In rule 88 of the principal rules, the following shall be added at
the end as second paragraph, namely :—
“In case of & company the application shall be made by a director
on behalf of the Company.”. .

18. In rule 100 of the prmmpal rules, after sub-rule (8) the following
sub-rule shall be added, namely :—
“(9) As per the provisions laid down in Chapter 5 of the Cinema
Rules the Chief Fire Officer or the Appropriate Authority shall issue
a certificate regarding working condition of the fire prevention
equipment. ”

18. In rule 103 of the principal rules, the following proviso shall be
added, namely :—

“Provided that, this rule shall not apply to a registered company
holding a license under these rules.”.

20. For rule 109 of the principal rules, the following rule shall be
substituted, namely :—
“109. Tickets, etc. to be sold only at licensed booking office,—

(1) Tickets, etc., to be sold only at licensed booking offices,
through telephone multipoint locations and internet or emerging
technologies and other counters, kiosks (manned or unmanned): ‘

Provided that, at least 70 per cent. of the tickets classwise shall
be reserved for sale at the licensed booking office at the cinema:

Provided also that, there shall not be any restrictions on the

number of locations or medium through which the tickets can be
sold.

(2) Every person approved by the appropriate authority holding
the license under rule 108 shall sell, keep, offer or expose for sale
any ticket or pass or any other evidence for admisgion only at the
booking office or booking offices as approved by the licensing
authority and specified in the license and no change in the location
of the same shall be made except with the previous permission in
writing of the licensing authority :

Provided that, the licensing authority may, in case of charitable
shows or for any other sufficient reason, permit in writing the sale
of tickets, passes or any other means to the licensee.”.
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21. In rule 109 A of the principal rules,—

{a) in the head-note, for the words “earlier than seven days” the
words “earlier than thirty days” shall be substituted ;

(b) for the words, “cinema earlier than seven days” the words
“cinema earlier than thirty days” shall be substituted.

22. In rule 109 (A) of the principal rules the following shall be added.
at the end as second paragraph, namely \—

« However as per Rule 19 of the Bombay Entertainment Duty
Rules, 1958 it shall be mandatory to pay the Entertainment Duty
within 10 days after the date of the show.”

93. In rule 110 of the principal rules, after the words “conspicuous
manner in the cinema premises or” the words “at multipoint locations,
counters, kiosks (manned or unmanned), or on the internet or” shall be
ingerted.

24. In rule 112 of the principal rules, the following proviso shall be
added, namely :—

«provided that, for multipoint or internet sale or booking sale
counter or kiosks it is not mandatory to preprint the price of ticket,
but the price will be printed on every ticket sold. The tickets sold

_through such counter will display price charged, entertainment tax
and service charges and other taxes, if any, and shall not charge in .
excess of the price printed thereon. So also entertainment tax ghall be
charged on any amount taken other than service charge. ”.

25. In rule 113 of the principal rules, after the words “stocks of
tickets and registers of accounts” the words “and computerised record of
tickets and computerised accounts, if any” shall be added.

96. In rule 114 of the principal rules,—

(a) in sub-rule (1), for the words “ five hundred rupees” the words
“ five thousand rupees” shall be substituted;

() in sub-rule (2), for the words * two hundred rupees” the words.
“ two thousand rupees” shall be substituted.
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27: In rule 115 of the principal rules, for sub-rules (2) and (3), the
following sub-rules shall be substituted, namely :(—

“2) the following fees shall be levied for the licence granted under |
rule 108 or for its renewal :— '

(@) if the license is granted for a period ... Rs. 500

exceeding a fortnight upto 31st December
following the date of issue,

(6) If the license is granted for a period not ... Rs. 300
exceeding a fortnight, o

() If the license is granted only for a day, - .... Rs. 100

(3) the fee for duplicate license shall be ...Rs. 200.”

28. In rule 116 of the principal rules, the existing rule shall be
numbered as sub-rule (1) thereof: and after sub-rule (1) so numbered, the -
following sub-rules. shall be added, namely :— '

“2) In case where the licensee is a registered company, or a
partnership firm, a person nominated by such registered company or
partnership firm, shall remain present at the cinema to which the
licensee applies;

(3) Nothing in sub-rules (1) and (2) shall apply to the multipoint or
internet ticket booking.”.

29. In rule 117 of the principal rules, after the words “prominent
place in the cinema theater” the words “multipoint locations, counters,

~ driosks {manned or unmanned)” shall be inserted.

30. In rule 121 of the principal rules, the words “or in the interval
of the performance or exhibition” occurred at two places shall be deleted.

31. In rule 125 of the principal rules, after the words “exhibition of
cinematograph films” the words “musical and dance performances,
display of electronic and video transmitted images and conference
facilities” shall be inserted.

32. In rule 126 of the principal rules, for the words “or cigarettes”
the words “cold and hot drinks” shall be substituted. '

33. In rule 128 of the principal rules, the following proviso shall be
added, namely :—

“Provided that, this rule shall not apply to a registered company.”.

" 34. For rule 129-A of the principal rules, the following rules shall be
substituted, namely :—

“129-A. Penalty.—Any person failing to comply with or
contravening the provisions of rules 116, 118 or 120 shall, on
conviction, be punished with fine which may extend to two hundred
rupees, and failing to comply with or contravening the provisions
of rules 121, 122 or 126 shall, on conviction be punished with fine
which may extend to five hundred rupees”.

35. In rule 130-C of the principal rules, for the letters and figures,

“Rs.37.50” the letters and figures “Rs.1,000” shall be substituted.
36. In Form E appended to the principal rules, under the heading

Conditions and Restrictions,—

(@) sub-clausges 8 to 16 shall be deleted;
{b) for sub-clause (29), the following sub-clause shall be substituted,
namely :—

. ' “(29) This licence is not transferable and in case, the licensee
transfers the same to any person the licence is liable, to:be
suspended or cancelled ; \

(c) Sub-clauses 17 to 31 shall be renumbered as sub- clauses 8to 22
reép‘ectwely

Prov1ded that, this sub-clause shall not apply to a registered
company.” :
